The Germans attacked in massed formation, by big columns of
five or six hundred men, preceded by two waves of
sharpshooters. We had only our rifles and our machine guns,
because the 75's could not get to work.

Fortunately the flank batteries succeeded in catching the Boches
on the right. It is absolutely impossible to convey what losses

the Germans must suffer in these attacks. Nothing can give the
idea of it. Whole ranks are mowed down, and those that follow
them suffer the same fate.
